I am grateful for the privilege and the opportunity to have 
served as the representative for Six Rivers Chapter of CLMA 
at the recent Legislative Symposium.  It was a very informative 
and exciting experience.  I was there just prior to the vote on 
the Healthcare Reform bill and tempers were flaring and debates were quite heated.   
 
The first day of the conference was filled with presentations on the specific issues 
impacting the laboratory industry.   The day began with an update on the status of the 
Healthcare Reform bill given by Lisa Tofil of CLMA who predicted that the bill would 
most likely pass.  The rest of the day was spent preparing us for our visit to Capitol Hill 
the next day.  This included education on the two major issues being lobbied, proper 
Capitol Hill etiquette, along with actual role playing.  There were two key legislative and 
regulatory issues that we were preparing to lobby for: 1) A request to involve the 
laboratory community in a negotiated rulemaking effort to change the clinical laboratory 
fee schedule based on the complexity of the test with the intent of achieving savings 
specified in the reform bills before Congress and 2) Federal support and funding for 
more laboratory training programs from the Department of Labor by reauthorizing the 
Workforce Investment Act.  The U.S. Department of Labor projects that approximately 
15,000 medical laboratory professionals will be needed each year through 2014. 
Unfortunately, the programs preparing tomorrow’s workforce are graduating about 5,000 
individuals a year (1/3 of what is needed). 
 
The second day of the conference was spent visiting congressional offices on Capitol 
Hill to deliver our message and to drop off our “Leave Behinds” (handouts).  Our 
communication was with the legislative aides for the most part as the actual 
congressmen were unavailable.  I visited the offices of Congressmen Mike Turner, John 
Boehner, Senators George Voinovich and Sherrod Brown.  This was definitely a new 
and a bit intimidating experience for me but I found it to be very worthwhile. 
 
I encourage each of you to get involved in the issues that impact our profession so that 
decisions that affect us will impact us positively.  The Legislative Symposium is certainly 
one avenue for doing that.
